PURPOSE:  The purpose of this document is to ensure that all Snake River Swimming representatives conduct themselves in a manner, which reflects honorably on the sport of swimming, USA Swimming and Snake River Swim Teams.  Each athlete, coach and chaperone on the SRS travel team is required to comply with this code.  

CODE:  
Comply with all schedules.

No possession or use of tobacco products.

No possession or consumption of alcohol beverages or other drug.  (Excluding medications prescribed for the individual and prearranged.)

No vandalism or damage to private or public property.

No theft, “borrowing”, or souvenir taking.

No fighting or disorderly conduct.

Courteous and positive behavior is expected.

PENALTIES:
One or more of the following penalties may be considered and imposed according to the severity of the infraction:

Forfeit of SRS travel allocations.

Restitution of damages.

Formal written apology to offending parties.

Sent home at the parent’s expense at the earliest possible time.
ENFORCEMENT:
The coaching staff and parent chaperones are designated as the authorizing agents for the SRS review section and are responsible for administering this code for the full duration of travel.  Violations may be referred to the standing SRS Review Section for subsequent action if deemed appropriate.
